About the Club: 
The Boys & Girls Clubs of Western Nevada is a 
private, non-profit agency providing educational, 
recreational, and leadership programs to Club 
members ages 7 to 18 years old. We employ full-
time, salaried youth development professionals that 
are trained to work with children in specific age 
groups or specific program areas. These 
professionals are supplemented with part-time 
recreational workers as well as many trained 
volunteers. 
 
Our hours of operation vary during the year as we 
follow the Carson City School District calendar for 
holidays and vacations. During the summer, and 
most days the schools are closed, we are open 
from 7:30am to 6:00pm. During the school year we 
open after school at 2:00pm until 7:00pm at night. 
We often look for additional volunteer help during 
school holidays and vacations. 

 
 
Our Volunteers: 
Volunteers can compliment and enhance the 
variety of activities offered to Club members each 
day. Your involvement can vary from a routine 
schedule of one hour per week to a seasonal 
activity that runs for only 8 weeks. The choice is up 
to you. Regardless of the extent of your 
involvement at the Club, each volunteer must 
comply with our enrollment and training procedures 
before working with children. The process is easy 
to follow: 
 
1. Fill out the volunteer application form and 

return it to the Director in charge of the site 
you wish to work at. 

 
2. Set aside time to meet with the site Director. 

You will be given a tour of the site and the 
current programs explained to you. Based on 
the time commitment and program area you 
are interested in, the Director will work out a 
volunteer schedule agreeable to both of you.   

 
3. To ensure the safety of the youth in our 

program every staff member and volunteer 
must pass a background check prior to 
working at the Boys & Girls Club. A Nevada 
and FBI background check are required and 
we also check references. The Club pays the 
cost of the background check in appreciation 
of the service you provide to our community. 

 
4. Once you are cleared to work with youth, all 

volunteers must attend a volunteer 
orientation and training that covers our Club 
Policies and Procedures, as well as rules for 
Club members.  

 
5. After all your questions are answered at 

orientation; you will be assigned to a youth 
development professional. This person will 
act as your supervisor while you are working 
in their department area and can assist you 
with any questions or concerns that may 
arise.  

 
Volunteering is a wonderful way to help support 
your community and we can think of no better way 
than working with young people. Making a 
difference in the life of a child today will bring 
benefits to all of us tomorrow.
